INTRODUCTION

* With the pﬁblication of the present issue, “Tea Statistics” steps into ih_e fifth fea_r
of its life and we have every Lope that it will be ‘received with the same enthusiasm and
cordiality as its predecessors. Economists, research workers as well as individuals and
brganizations interested in the study of Tea Industry and Trade have found this publication
to be-useful in the past. It has always been our sincere effort to make every issue of this
bulletin’ more uséful than the one preceding it. The object of the publication remains, as
before, to present in a concise form detailed information regarding different aspects of - the
Tea Industry and Trade in India as well as the more important basic information regarding

the position of tea in other important producing and consuming countries of the world.

As befdfé,"_'thd;: volume incorporates the latest statistical information relating to
‘different aspects of the Tea Industry and Trade available at the time of going to press.
Some of the figures are, therefore, necessarily incomplete or provisional. Figures have in
most cases been taken from sources generally regarded as authentic although in some cases
less dependable sources also have had to be drawn upon. It is, however, hoped that the
errors due to such limitations will not vitiate, to any considerable extent, the picture
brought out by the figures incorporated in the publication. Nevertheless, suitable indica-
tions have been given, as far as possible, in respect of figures that have to be treated as

provisional.

The present issue contains 85 tables against 81 contained in “Tea Statistics—1957",
The 4 additional tables are in part 1 (India). Table Nos. 7a (ii), 7b (ii) and 7c (ii) show
district-wise annual average prices of teas sold through Calcutta auctions for export, for
internal consumption (dust) and for internal consumption (leaf) respectively in respect of
calendar years in addition to the tables showing prices in respect of crop-years that were
included in previous issues. The other additional table, viz. table No. 26 (b) shows the
details regarding the estimation of internal consumption of tea in India during the period
1953/54 to 1957/58. Table Nos. 9(i), 9(ii) and 9(iii) giving the weekly average prices of
teas sold at Calcutta auctions have been enlarged to show figures beginning from Ist
January, 1957 upto the end of the 1958/59 season and averages have been shown for both

- calendar years and the usual season for sales through Calcutta auctions.
